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Background

This collection was brought together by Colonel Powell A. Casey while he wrote a history of the 141st Field
Avrtillery Regiment in WWII. During the war, the 935th Field Artillery Battalion served in several countries
including Italy, France, and Germany. Colonel Powell had been a member of the battalion as a staff officer,
allowing him to keep track of documents pertaining to the battalion. In 2005 the vertical files were heavily
water damaged by Hurricane Katrina related flooding. The wet files were frozen for a number of months
and then dried, cleaned (with dry erase bags?) and re-foldered by Louisiana Binding Service. Much of the
material is badly damaged and original order obviously disturbed. An unknown quantity of material was
damaged beyond salvage. In 2012 the files were moved from their temporary relocation home at Camp
Beauregard to the new museum library at Jackson Barracks and a re-arrangement undertaken per the series
list below.

Scope and Content

1943-1945

The collection contains unit histories, correspondence, maps, newspaper articles, affidavits, S-3 reports,
orders memorandums, muster sheets etc. related to the activities of the activities of the 935" Field Avrtillery
Battalion during WWII. The majority of the materials are original documents produced by the officers of the
935" Field Artillery Battalion. The unit histories and journals are extensive and give a detailed account of the
movements of the battalion through the two years it was in combat. The records for each firing mission as
well as observations in the S-3 reports are neatly organized from September 1943 through the end of the war
in Europe. The collection also contains several Court Martials for various degrees of crimes committed
during WWIL.

Processing

Because of the disorganization of this collection from Hurricane Katrina, the collection had to be
reorganized to create a cohesive finding aid. The project began by creating different categories
based on the materials in each folder. The categories are what the Series became in this finding aid.
Then, a more thorough survey of folder contents was done to corroborate what was listed in the
original folder titles. This process included renaming folders when necessary and creating a
chronology for the series.
